Items you will need: grapevine wreath (or stravgt glue gun andticks, florist or
craft wire (thin, green), scissors, silk flowersldeaves.

Lay the wreath base before you on the floor. Befmrmanently affixing anythir
to the wreath, arrange the flowers and leaves a@rauantil you reach the desirt
look. Vary the size and color of the flowers to makeimeath visually appealini
Once you are comfortable with the look, you arelydga complete the project.

Snip the stalks off of the flowers. Cut about fivehes of florist wire for eac
flower. Dab a little hot glue on the back of each flower atate the wire on th
glue. (Remember the glue will be very hot!) Itlwake only seconds to dry. Twi
the wire around the wreath to secure flower or Ieglace. You may wish to glt
the flowerdirectly onto the wreath. But | like to use wire the flowers because
allows me to remove them, either to perfect thd looto reuse the wreath. You ¢
also add bows (handmade or pre-made.)
